Trip Specifics 

• Purpose: 
o Visit 2-3 villages where Crossroads families have been sponsoring Massai 

families over the past 4 years to strengthen existing relationships and 
celebrate together with the sponsored families our partnership. 

o Visit 2-3 villages where Crossroads church planting grant has been utilized 
over the past year and build relationship, encourage and learn how we can 
pray and support in the future. 

o Worship, fellowship and bless the Africa Hope staF and learn their needs 
while growing closer spiritually together during our time together. 

o Engage with Tim and Lorna to bless them and their family and learn how we 
can grow deeper our understanding of their needs in the current season of 
their lives/ministries. 

o Explore medical or clinical needs in Narok and partner villages to consider 
future medical mission trips to the region. 

o Spend time with Tim to gain greater clarity on his 3 year vision, succession 
planning and Africa Hope board development. 

o Attend church in Nairobi or Narok as a team along with members of Africa 
Hope and engage the culture there by worshipping The Lord together. 

o Visit another Christian organization in Nairobi and explore other ways 
Crossroads can influence and learn about other needs in the region and 
plant seeds of new friendships. 

o Bless the Crossroads team by experiencing a safari in the Kenyan Mara 
(Serengeti) with a full day excursion to experience God’s wildlife creation 
during our last full day prior to departure. (separate fee of $150 per person 
not in trip cost below) 
 

• Dates: July 25, 2025 to August 2, 2025 
• Cost:  $3600 to $4000 (plus immunization fees of $300-500) 
• Maximum groups size:  14 

 
Participant Eligibility:  Adults and families with older elementary aged children able to 
walk and stand for certain periods of time and handle portions of moderate terrain both by 
feet and vehicle.
